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VISIONS VCB (VISIONS Center on 
Blindness) located on 35 acres in 
Rockland County, New York, has grown 
to be one of the largest and most 
comprehensive residential rehabilitation 
and training centers of its kind in the 
United States.  Each year, VCB serves 
nearly 600 people of all ages who are 
blind or visually impaired and their 
families. VISIONS VCB’s 85 th Anniversary 
is 2011.  

VCB is owned and operated by 
VISIONS/Services for the Blind and 
Visually Impaired, a nonprofit social 
service and vision rehabilitation agency 
serving blind youth, adults, elders and 
blind children with their parents.  
Services at VCB include pre vocational 
training sessions, employment and 
technology institutes, rehabilitation 
training including mobility and Braille, 
and caregiver supports. 

VCB is adapted to meet the needs of 
people who are blind and people with 
multiple disabilities.  VCB’s specially 
designed facility allows freedom of 
movement and independence. All 
walkways at VCB are paved, guide rails 
border every path and ramps lead to 
dormitories. The unique guide rail system 
and adapted facilities and equipment 
enable participants to independently 
access a wide variety of activities.  
Special features of the facility include a 
private five acre lake, a ramped heated 
outdoor swimming pool, self guided 
nature trail, gym, library, children's 
playgrounds, adapted computer center, 
rehabilitation training kitchen, snack bar 
operated by blind youth, and family 
services. 

VCB’s ethnically diverse participants 
range in age from infants to elders and 
are primarily low income.  VCB serves all 
of New York State and beyond.
